James Henson had claimed the shooting was accidental and had 
occurred as he was pulling a .38 caliber revolver from under a 
mattress. The Sheriffs Office is not releasing all the details of 
the investigation, but Captain Hanel said autopsy results helped 
refute Henson's claim and he was arrested last Friday. James 
Henson was released on Saturday after posting a $50,000 bond.
