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According to Liberty Police, it was around I1:15 a.m. yesterday 
when Lewie Majors, owner of Lewie’s in Liberty was robbed 
while he was entering his store, by a man who then fled north on 
Bowie Street with a stolen bank bag. Police said they believe the 
same man then stopped an eastbound motorist on Sam Houston 
Street and forced him at gunpoint to drive to the Lamar-Trinity 
Street area of Liberty, then fled in the direction of the river 
bottom. Liberty police have recovered several thousand dollars 
from the robbery, but the suspect remains at large. He is 
described as a black male, 28 or 29 years of age, from 5 foot 7 to 
1 1  inches tall, weighing between 150 and 165 pounds, last seen 
wearing a blue and white shirt and blue jeans. Liberty police 
urge anyone with information to call them at 336-5666.
